BYLAWS
ARTICLE 1
ORGANIZATION 
1.1 Creation. The Real Property Section (hereinafter "Section") was established pursuant to the Bylaws of the Utah State Bar (sometimes referred to as the "Bar") to accomplish the purposes set forth therein. 

1.2 Purpose. The purpose of the Section shall be to assist its members and all interested members of the Bar: 

a. By providing high quality continuing legal education ("CLE") opportunities which will satisfy all of the Utah State Bar Mandatory Continuing Legal Education requirements;

b. By sponsoring periodic CLE luncheons with topics selected by Section officers (after considering input from Section members); 

c. By holding an annual Section meeting (typically a half-day seminar with an update of case law from the Utah Supreme Court and Utah Court of Appeals, legislation and other topics);

d. By sponsoring break-out session(s) at the Utah State Bar mid-year and annual meetings;

e. By providing opportunities and forums for real property lawyers to network and exchange ideas regarding the practice of real property law;

f. By periodically publishing a newsletter advising Section Members of upcoming events, legislation and other matters pertinent to real property lawyers;

g. By monitoring legal and political issues relevant to real property lawyers and to make recommendations to the Bar with respect thereto including without limitation participation on the Utah State Bar Governmental Affairs Committee;

h. If applicable, by forming ad hoc committees to address legislation of general interest to real property practitioners; and 

i. To undertake such other service as may be of benefit to the Section's members, the legal profession and the public. 

1.3 Limitations. These Bylaws are adopted subject to the applicable Utah Statutes and the Bylaws of the Utah State Bar, and supersede any existing Bylaws of the Section.

1.4 Principal Office. The principal office of the Section shall be maintained in the offices of the Utah State Bar. 

1.5 Fiscal Year. The fiscal year of the Section shall coincide with that of the Utah State Bar. 

ARTICLE 2 

MEMBERSHIP 

2.1 Enrollment. Any member of the Utah State Bar in good standing with the Bar may, upon request to the Executive Director of the Bar, be enrolled as a member of the Section by the payment of annual Section dues in an amount and for the purpose approved by the Board of Commissioners of the Utah State Bar. 

2.2 The Membership. Members enrolled as provided in Section 2.1 shall constitute the membership of the Section. 

2.3 Dues. The Section officers shall set the dues for Section members.  The dues shall be $20.00 for each member per year unless the Section officers determine an adjustment should be made.

ARTICLE 3 

MEETINGS 

3.1 Annual Meeting. The annual meeting of the Section shall be held at a place determined by the officers on the third (3rd) Thursday in the month of April in each year or such other date as designated by the Section Officers unless that day is a legal holiday, and if a legal holiday, on the following Thursday which is not a legal holiday. 

3.2 Quorum. Those Section members present at any duly called Section meeting shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. 

3.3 Controlling Vote. Action of the Section shall be by majority vote of the members present and voting at any meeting of the Section. 

3.4 Agenda. At the annual meeting of the Section members, Officers of the Section shall be elected and other business may be discussed and voted upon as determined to be appropriate by the Officers. 

3.5 Special Meetings. Special meetings of the membership of the Section may be called by the Section Chairperson at such time and place as he or she may determine. 

3.6 Notice of Meetings. Written, printed, or electronic notice shall be given to all Section members stating the date, hour and place of all meetings of members, and in the case of all special meetings the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is called. Notice shall be delivered by hand, U.S. mail or e-mail at least five (5) days prior to the date of the meeting to each member of the Section. If mailed, notice shall be deemed delivered when deposited in the United States mail addressed to the member at his or her address as it appears on the records of the Utah State Bar, with postage thereon prepaid. 

ARTICLE 4 

OFFICERS 

4.1 Officers. The Officers of the Section shall be a Chairperson, a Vice Chairperson, a Secretary, and a Treasurer, chosen from the membership of the Section.  The officers shall establish the rates for Section dues, CLE presentations (monthly lunches and the annual Section meeting), as well as approve expenditures for special projects, donations, reimbursements and lodging and meals for guest speakers at Section-sponsored events.  Specific duties of those officers related to administration and operation of the Section shall be as follows:

CLE presentations, special ad hoc projects

Vice Chairperson

Serve on Utah State Bar Legislative Affairs Committee

Canvas Section officers for position on pending legislation

Serve on Utah State Bar Annual Meeting Committee 

Host Section breakfast at Utah State Bar Annual Meeting (if breakfast is held)

Arrange for Section-sponsored speakers at Annual Meeting

Attend Annual Meeting and introduce Section-sponsored speaker(s)Provide plaque for outgoing Section chair

Provide plaque for distinguished Real Property Practitioner award

Coordinate/oversee matters assigned by Section officers

CLE presentations, special ad hoc projects

Secretary

Serve on Utah State Bar Mid-Year meeting committee

Arrange for Section-sponsored CLE session or sessions at mid-year meeting

Attend mid-year meeting and introduce Section-sponsored speaker(s)

Supervise preparation and mailing of newsletter

Maintain records (historical listing of CLE, officers, Section rules, etc.)

Reserve facilities for CLE meetings and select menus

Coordinate/oversee matters assigned by Section officers

CLE presentations, special ad hoc projects

Treasurer

Analyze regular financial reports

Make recommendations on rates for dues, CLE charges, etc.

Monitor self-sufficiency of regular functions

Prepare annual budget / estimates of expenditures

Process reimbursements with Utah State Bar

Send out “dunning” letters for no shows at CLE presentations

Coordinate annual Section meeting in April, including arranging for speakers and preparing brochure, introducing speakers and conducting election of new Section officer(s)

Coordinate/oversee matters assigned by Section officers

Organize new lawyer CLE

CLE presentations, special ad hoc projects

ARTICLE 5 

ELECTIONS 

5.1 Succession to Offices. The Treasurer shall automatically succeed to the office of Secretary. The Secretary shall automatically succeed to the Office of Vice Chairperson. The Vice Chairperson shall automatically succeed to the Office of Section Chairperson. 

5.2 Elections. A new Treasurer shall be elected each year at the Section's annual meeting by majority vote of the members then in attendance. If for lack of nominations or any other reason no Treasurer is elected, the position may be filled pursuant to Section 5.3, below. 

5.3 Vacancies. If at any time an office shall become vacant for any reason, then the remaining Section officers may appoint any member of the Section to fill the vacancy for the balance of the unexpired term. Such appointed person shall not succeed automatically to another Section Office as provided in Section 5.1, above, but shall be subject to elections as provided in Section 5.2, above. 

5.4 Term of Office. The term of office shall begin July 1 and shall end on June 30 of each year.

ARTICLE 6 

COMMITTEES 

6.1 Committees. The Section shall have such committees as may from time to time be appointed by the Officers to perform such duties and exercise such powers as the Officers may direct. 

6.2 Committee Chairperson. Each Committee shall have a Chairperson to be appointed by the Officers who will then regularly report to the Officers. 

6.3 Duties of Committees. Each Committee shall have the responsibilities which are delegated to it by the Officers, which may include the following: 

a. To plan and implement Section projects including but not limited to Section meetings and continuing legal education seminars. 

b. To analyze issues and make recommendations to the Officers on matters referred to the Committee or on its own initiation. 

6.4 Membership of Committees. Upon request, any member of the Section may be a member of one or more Committees.

6.5 Duties of Members of Committee. A Section member shall become a member of a Committee with the understanding he or she will devote sufficient time to assist the Chairperson of the Committee in performing the duties of the Committee. 

6.6 Meetings. The Committees may act by correspondence or at meetings separate from the Section. Section members may but need not be given notice of Committee meetings and all Committee meetings may but need not be open to all Section members. 

ARTICLE 7 

AMENDMENTS 

7.1 These Bylaws may be amended at any meeting of the Section by a majority vote of the members of the Section present and voting. 


Revised UCC Article 9 Seeps Further Into in Real Estate Practice

Revised Article 9 (“RA9”) of the Uniform Commercial Code is expected to replace the current Article 9 (“CA9”) effective July 1, 2001.  Although the focus of Article 9 is on personal property, many of the changes will directly affect real estate practitioners.  When a transaction includes both real and personal property, even more of Article 9 becomes applicable.  Below is a sampling of the revisions germane to real estate transactions.

Security Interest in Trust Deed Notices.  CA9 requires possession of “instruments” (e.g., trust deed notes) in order to perfect a security interest therein.  RA9, however, will allow perfection by either (a) possession, or (b) filing a financing statement.  Taking possession is still advisable because perfection by filing will remain vulnerable to subsequent purchasers or creditors who do take possession.  The filing alternative is nevertheless beneficial because it will allow creditors to (i) leave instruments in the hands of a debtor-payee for purposes of servicing, (ii) while still becoming perfected as against bankruptcy trustees and judgment lien creditors.

RA9 will change the rule on perfection by “constructive possession.”  CA9 allows a creditor to merely give notice of its security interest to a bailee of a note.  In contract, RA9 will require that a third-party possessor voluntarily authenticate a record “acknowledging” that he holds possession for the benefit of the creditor.  (No acknowledgement is needed, however, if the creditor already has actual possession and then delivers the notes to a third party along with notice of the security interest.  E.g., a mortgage warehouse lender can send notes to a prospective purchaser for approval.)

True Sales of Trust Deed Notes or Contracts for Deed.  RA9 (unlike CA9) will govern most true sales of “promissory notes” (a subclass of “instruments” that includes trust deed notes) or “payment intangibles” (a subclass of “general intangibles” that includes real estate contracts and commercial loan agreements).  Fortunately, such true sales will be deemed automatically perfected.  Thus, portfolios of notes (or participations in commercial loans) can be sold without the buyers having to file financing statements.  RA9 thereby brings transactions for the securitization of cash flows into a definite statutory framework.

RA9 will also govern true sales of many other payment streams.  CA9 already governs true sales of accounts, but RA9 broadens the definition of “accounts” to include some property that CA9 deems general intangibles.  (E.g., under CA9, software license fees are general intangibles that can be sold outside of CA9; under RA9, however, those fees are deemed accounts whose sale must be perfected by filing a financing statement.)

Supporting Obligations (Credit Enhancements).  RA9 will state that perfection in certain original collateral (e.g., notes and real estate contracts) will automatically be perfection in any “supporting obligation” for that collateral.  “Supporting obligations” include letter of credit rights, guarantees, certain insurance policies, and liens on realty.

Longer Financing Statements in Certain “Public Finance Transactions” and “Manufactured Home Transactions.”  RA9 will extend the effective period of financing statements in these transactions to 30 years.

New Priority for Security Interests in Crops and Manufactured Homes.  RA9 will add rules enabling certain security interests in crops and manufactured homes to achieve priority over existing mortgages and deeds of trust encumbering the associated land.

Ineffectiveness of Anti-Assignment Clauses.  RA9 will significantly expand CA9’s limitations on contract clauses (and some statutes) that purport to restrict selling or granting security interests in certain property such as promissory notes (e.g., trust deed notes) and general intangibles (e.g., real estate contracts).

Deposit Accounts.  RA9 (unlike CA9) will govern security interests in deposit accounts.  (E.g., the account into which a Trustor/ Landlord deposits rents.)  To perfect, the creditor must (i) become the bank’s customer for that deposit account, or (ii) execute a “control agreement” with the debtor and bank, stating that the bank will follow the creditor’s directions without further consent from the debtor.  (RA9 adds, however, that a transferee of funds from the account normally takes free of the security interest.)

New Debtor and Double Debtor.  RA9 will clarify how to add an additional debtor (or substitute a debtor) during purchases, workouts or refinancings.  RA9 will also address the relative priorities of creditors of the original debtor and the new debtor.

Enforcement.  RA9 will greatly expand the rules on enforcing security interests.  Most changes are procedural (e.g., notice of foreclosure plans).  One significant change bears directly on real estate foreclosures.  Assume Trustor executes a trust deed and note to Beneficiary, and Beneficiary later borrows from lender by pledging that note.  Lender, however, does not get an assignment of the deed of trust.  If Trustor and Beneficiary default on their respectively obligations, RA9 specifies how Lender can direct a nonjudicial foreclosure (even though Lender is not a record assignee of the deed of trust).

Financing Statements.  Filings for inherently local collateral (fixtures, timber, minerals and minerals-related accounts) will still be made with the County Recorder.  For other personal property, however, filing under RA9 will be made in the state where the debtor is “located” (i.e., not where the collateral is located.)  The location of a debtor that is a “registered organization” (e.g., corporation, LP, LLP or LLC) will be its state of its organization (e.g., “a Delaware corporation”) rather than its chief executive office.

If RA9 and CA9 specify conflicting states for filing, a searching creditor will have to check both states during the 5-year transition following RA9’s effective date.  A creditor who filed under CA9 will need to file in the new RA9 state, but can do so any time before the CA9 filing lapses and keep its original priority date.  (The transition rules in Part 7 of RA9 are extensive and must be consulted carefully.  Warning:  if perfection under CA9 was by means other than filing, there is only a 1-year transition period for meeting RA9’s perfection rules.)

A financing statement will no longer need the debtor’s signature.  A creditor may file a financing statement so long as the debtor has “authenticated” any “record” authorizing the creditor to file.  Such authorization is automatic if a debtor executes or becomes bound by a security agreement, or if a debtor acquires encumbered property.

A financing statement can name a “representative” rather than the secured party(ies).  E.g., a single collateral agent for many creditors in a syndicated loan.

Under RA9, a financing statement must state the debtor’s exact name.  Deviation is “seriously misleading” as a matter of law.  For a “registered organization,” the name must mirror that stated in the public record of the debtor’s organization (e.g., the LLC certificate).  The only escape hatch is very narrow – the creditor must prove that a search on the filing office’s computer, using the debtor’s correct name, would pick up the filing with the incorrect name.  Hoping the computer will pick up “Smith LLC” when searching for “Smith Co., L.L.C.” is a dangerous gamble.

Other.  RA9’s revisions go on and on:  barring “supergeneric” property descriptions in security agreements but not financing statements; new national forms for financing statements; filing to perfect non-possessory statutory agricultural liens; debtors filing termination statements; more kinds of collateral and transactions subject to Article 9; combining of purchase money and non-purchase money obligations and collateral; refinancing purchase money debts; some changes in relative priorities; partial satisfaction in “strict foreclosures”; acceptance of non-cash payment in foreclosure sales; the “rebuttable presumption” rule for deficiencies in commercially unreasonable foreclosures; limited deficiencies for some foreclosure sales to related parties or guarantors; implied warranties in foreclosure sales; issuance of “transfer statements” to buyers at foreclosures; penalties for violating RA9; safe harbors and exculpatory provisions against violations of RA9; and special consumer protections.

Conclusion.  Revised Article 9 presents assurances, opportunities and traps that affected practitioners need to identify.  Furthermore, due to the extensive transition rules in Part 7, even today’s transactions need to be structured with an eye toward RA9 and its July 1, 2001 effective date.

Example of RA9’s Debtor Location rule for “Registered Organizations”

Where to File.  Borrower is a Nevada corporation, but has not office, property or personnel in Nevada.  Its chief executive office is in Idaho.  Its manufacturing plant is in Utah County where it owns land and equipment.  It also leases a warehouse in Wyoming where some equipment is located.

Borrower grants Lender a lien on the Utah land, and also a security interest in all its accounts, equipment and fixtures.  Lender records a deed of trust and fixture filing in Utah County.  Where should Lender file financing statement(s) to perfect its security interests in the equipment and accounts?

(1) CA9 calls for three filings:  (a) in Utah for equipment located there, (b) in Wyoming for equipment located there, and (c) in Idaho (where CA9 says Borrower is located) for the accounts.  CA9 does not call for filing in Nevada.

(2) RA9 will only call for filing in Nevada.  (No filing is made in Utah or Wyoming because RA9 does not care where the equipment is located. No filing is made in Idaho for accounts because RA9 deems Borrower to be located in the state of its incorporation rather than the state of its chief executive office.)

Surviving Transition from CA9 to RA9.  Suppose Lender filed in Utah, Wyoming and Idaho under CA9 on April 5, 1998, and that RA9 becomes effective in those states and Nevada on July 1, 2001.  Without doing anything, Lender will remain perfected by its CA9 filings until they are scheduled to lapse (i.e., until April 4, 2003).

(a) Once RA9 becomes effective, Lender cannot file continuation statements in Utah, Wyoming or Idaho.  (Nor can Lender file a continuation in those states before RA9 takes effect, due to the six-month window for filing continuations.)

(b) Lender can, however, preserve its perfection and priority date by filing in Nevada.  That Nevada filing must be made before Lender’s existing filings lapse, and must reference those filings’ filing information.  Lender can make that filing in Nevada (i) before or after RA9 becomes effective, and (ii) without regard to the six-month window governing continuation statements.

Searching For Filings After RA9 Becomes Effective.  Suppose Lender’s Utah filing was made earlier, on July 5, 1996.  That filing will expire under CA9 on July 4, 2001 (only 3 days after RA9 takes effect).  Lender must therefore plan ahead.  Lender has two choices.  As stated above, Lender can file in Nevada anytime before July 4, 2001 (e.g., today). Or, Lender can file a continuation statement in Utah during the six month window.  If Lender files a continuation in Utah on June 30, 2001, its Utah filing remains valid under RA9 until June 29, 2006.

Thus, RA9’s general rule:  between July 1, 2001 and June 30, 2006, searching creditors must look for filings in the states specified by both RA9 and CA9!
